Background: As detailed in the SSC “Handbook of Policies and Procedures for Graduate Students,” Master of Science (i.e. thesis-based) and Doctoral students are required to present a non-credit exit seminar within about two weeks before or after their final oral examination. This form serves to remind students (and their advisors) of this requirement and facilitate exit seminar scheduling and announcement. Exit seminars are frequently scheduled as the first part of the final oral examination, but this is not required. Students are responsible for reserving an appropriate room for their exit seminar and for arranging any needed audiovisual equipment. If available, the McKimmon Room is an apt and convenient location for exit seminars and follow-on oral examinations, and is equipped with a computer projector.
